Headlines" thinking routine used in education or the process of creating  
a daily schedule for productivity, using a "headline" approach.  
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The "Headlines" Thinking Routine (Educational/Workshop Context). 

This routine, developed by passenger's sellersIntroduced(link), encourages participants to capture 
the essence of a topic, discussion, or event by writing a newspaper-style headline.  

The Routine Schedule (Steps) 
  

1. Introduce the Topic:  

Present the material or lead a discussion on a specific 
subject. 

2. Individual Reflection:  

Ask participants, "If you were to write a headline for 
this topic right now that captured the most important 
aspect that should be remembered, what would that 
headline be?”. 

3. Pair/Group Share:  

Have individuals share their headlines with a 
neighbor or a small group. 

4. Group Headline (Optional):  

Groups can co-construct a single, consensus headline. 

5. Share with Class/Voting (Optional):  

All headlines can be made visible for the class, and a 
vote can be held on which one best captures the 
essence, followed by a discussion of why. 

6. Reflection & Update:  

Later, the routine can be revisited with the question, 
"How has your headline changed based on today's 
discussion?" to reflect on evolving understanding.

Create a personal schedule, the process can be framed using a "headline" approach, where 
core priorities are identified first, much like a newspaper front page highlights the most 
important news.  

Steps to Create a Daily Schedule 

- Write Everything Down:  

List all personal and professional tasks for a normal 
week. 

- Identify "Headline" Priorities:  

Review the list and highlight the most important, high-
priority tasks (the "headlines" of your day). 

- Time Blocking:  

Assign time increments to each task, starting with your 
priorities. This creates structure and prevents 
procrastination. 

- Cluster Similar Tasks:  

Group related activities (e.g., emails, meetings) to 
optimize efficiency. 

- Include Breaks & Self-Care:  

Ensure to schedule time for meals, exercise, and rest to 
improve focus and reduce stress. 

- Stay Flexible:  

The schedule is a guide, not a rigid rule. Try it out for a 
week or two and adjust as needed.

Business Perspective: The jet service provider values clients who commit to a larger volume of business 
because it guarantees revenue and reduces administrative turnover.
